HOW WE CHOSE THE SCORED BILLS

We make sure legislators know the ACLU’s position on important issues prior to voting. We then
select a range of bills voted on by the full House or Senate to include in our scorecard. We do
not include bills that were only voted on in committee.

PURPOSE OF THE SCORECARD

We want to make it easy for South Carolinians to know where legislators stand on civil rights and
civil liberties. Legislators may promise many things while running for office, but it is their votes
that show their constituents whether or not they live up to their promises. The scorecard is not
an endorsement of legislators who score highly, or a statement of opposition against those who
do not.

ADDITIONAL NOTE

The lifecycle of any given bill may have several rounds of votes. The most recent vote is recorded
in this scorecard and represents how each state senator and state representative last voted. To
research all legislative votes on a bill, visit www.scstatehouse.gov, and search for legislation by
its bill number.
